  1-7.   Municipality information.  In question 2 the DWSRF is indeed looking for two numbers—a Federal Tax Identification Number (or sometimes called an Employer Identification Number) and a DUNS Number.  Go to http://smallbusiness.dnb.com/establish-your-business/12334338-1.html and either call or follow the online registration to get your DUNS number.  A DUNS Number is unique to each business location—think of it as your business’ social security number (not to be confused with an EIN).  It is a commercial numbering system used by the federal government that is used to link a business with other entities worldwide.    Unless it is expedited, a DUNS Number should not cost anything.
8-13.  Self-explanatory. Contact person/Authorized Representative for application and project. The legislative body must authorize this person during a legally warned meeting. 

14-18. Self-explanatory. Consulting engineering firm information. All draft-engineering agreements must be submitted and approved by the Water Supply Division. All signed copies of engineering agreements must be submitted to the Water Supply Division in order to be reimbursed for such costs.
