Dear Mr. Sundberg:

Please find enclosed the “Power Boiler Tire-Derived Fuel Demonstration” stack testing report
for the International Paper Ticonderoga mill. Average particulate emissions at baseline
conditions, 0.25 tons per hour of tire-derived fuel (TDF), 0.50 tons per hour of TDF, and 1.0 ton
per hour of TDF did not exceed the mill’s Title V Air Permit limit of 0.10 pounds of particulate
matter per million Btu (Ibs/mmBtu).

As described in the “Protocol for the Performance of Tire-Derived Fuel Trial Emission
Measurements on Power Boiler at International Paper, Ticonderoga, New York” dated June 2005
and the mill’s Title V Air Permit, Modification 5, a Method 5 particulate matter test was
performed at power boiler baseline conditions (Number 6 fuel oil and bark/wood) prior to
feeding any TDF to the boiler. The emission rate during this Method 5 was 0.05 1bs/mmBtu,
well within the mill’s permit limit of 0.10 Ibs/mmBtu.

After baseline particulate testing was complete, the mill began feeding TDF to the power boiler
on November 7, 2006. Tire-derived fuel was fed to the power boiler intermittently at rates
ranging from 0.25 to 1.0 tons per hour for five days over a period of seven consecutive days.

The mill’s Title V Air Permit, Modification Five, specified that TDF may be burned in the power
boiler for a trial period of up to 14 days over a period not to exceed 21 consecutive days.

Particulate matter emissions measured while TDF was in the power boiler indicated that while
average emission rates were in compliance with the mill’s permit limits, there was little
compliance margin. As a result, the mill decided not to move forward from the TDF “ramp up”
stage of the trial to the next stage of the trial, extensive stack testing (heavy metals, hydrogen
chloride, dioxins and furans, etc.). The mill made a decision to end the trial and discontinued
feeding TDF to the boiler on November 13, 2006.
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Additional information regarding compliance with the TDF Trial permit conditions included in
the mill’s Title V Air Permit, Modification 5, will be included in the mill’s Annual Title V
Compliance Certification, due April 30, 2007. Wastewater and solid waste sampling data
associated with the TDF Trial will be submitted separately.
