Part 11 – Small Scale Water Systems” through a Delegation Agreement with the State of Vermont.

Once this cover sheet has been completed, signed, dated, and stamped by a duly authorized ____________ Town official, the inseparable set of the cover sheet, the approved State Permit, and the referenced Design Drawing become an approved municipal permit as required under Chapter X of the Town of _______________ Code of Ordinance.

The municipal permit is an otherwise identical copy of the approved State permit and is bound by all the conditions of approved State permit.  The approved permit allows the potable water system and or the wastewater system to be constructed.  

The facility served by the system described in the permit may not be occupied until the Town has received a written “Construction Certification” that meets Chapter 1 requirements from an authorized individual.  In addition the construction of the system(s) must be inspected and approved by Town officials.  Certain conditions of the approved permit may also require completion before the facilities served by the system may be used.  Town officials have the authority to issue a written statement allowing occupation of a facility prior to system completion at their discretion.  This waiver will be primarily used for moderated use of existing buildings where there is a need to upgrade or replace a system.
Occupation of the facility is predicated upon continued operation of the potable water system and or sanitary sewage disposal system as designed and approved in this permit.  Failure to maintain and operate the system as designed constitutes grounds for revocation.  Failure to maintain the necessary isolation distances to all components constitute grounds for revocation.  Town officials have the authority to issue fines as necessary to compel compliance.  Town officials have the authority to order facilities closed if necessary to protect public health.
